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The tournament is supported by the LTA and will be run in strict accordance with the Rules of Tennis
and the Rules of the LTA, including the Tournament Regulations and Code of Conduct.

The tournament is open to all 21 & under players who are members of British Tennis and have an LTA
Rating.

The Tournament Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry without stating a reason.

The Tournament Committee reserves the right to alter the format of the draw at any stage during the
tournament and to accept late entries.

All singles matches, apart from the 9 and Under and 10 and Under Singles, or unless indicated
otherwise at the tournament, will be the best of three sets. The tie-break system will operate at 6
games all, in all sets.

Competitors must play in suitable tennis clothing and tennis shoes, i.e. shoes must not have spikes,
cleats, deep ribbing or raised heels.

Those players not entering on-line must send a completed form and appropriate fee to the Tournament
Secretary by 13" July 2010. No entry will be accepted without the appropriate entry fee.
Competitors will be advised by the Referee of their first match by e-mail and may be required to play
more than one match per day. The draw and match times will also be available on the following
website - http:/lta.tournamentsoftware.com/. You are advised to contact the tournament secretary if,
three days before the start of the tournament, you have still not received any communication from the
Referee.

Players are expected to be available for play all week and must not enter another tournament run over
the same period.

The decision of the Tournament Referee in all matters in connection with the tournament is final. No
complaint can be entertained by the Tournament Committee unless it is made in writing and lodged
with the Referee within 48 hours of its occurrence. No application for leave of appeal against any
decision of the Committee can be entertained by the LTA unless lodged in writing to the Head of
Officiating, within 10 days of receiving a decision.

Players wishing to leave the ground before the end of the day’s play must ask permission of the
Referee. Players not available for play when called are liable for disqualification.

The details provided may be used to update the LTA Membership records, and to be used by the LTA
and/or LTA Sanction Tournament Organisers, from their geographical area to communicate information
about this and future tournaments, via post/email or SMS. Players may be required to participate in
doping control procedures if selected (undertaken by an independent sampling officer appointed by UK
Sport) and/or any publicity connected with LTA tournaments, including media interviews, photographs
and television footage.

18 & Under — players must be born in 1992 or later

21 & Under — players must be born in 1989 or later
